Real world Windows Azure with GreenButton

10 things you always wanted to know about Windows Azure but were afraid to ask

This session takes a look at the Window Azure platform and asks the hard questions that everybody is thinking but nobody wants to ask. Is Windows Azure right for me? Should this application be migrated to Azure? Will Azure save me money? How do I manage my Azure implementations? Is Azure secure?

Building Office 365 Solutions with Azure
Speaker: Chris Johnson
SharePoint Online moves SharePoint 2010 to the cloud. With that move, SharePoint developers are now empowered to build collaboration solutions that run in the cloud using Visual Studio 2010, Silverlight 4, JavaScript and Workflow using the SharePoint platform they know and love. In this session, you’ll learn how to extend these SharePoint solutions to include Windows Azure. We’ll cover how to call WCF services running in SQL Azure and how to access data in SQL Azure from SharePoint Online. We’ll also discuss how to access SharePoint Online lists and libraries from Azure. We’ll wrap up the session with a discussion on securing your solutions across SharePoint Online, Azure and on-premises.

Microsoft Exchange Online in Microsoft Office 365: Simple Migration Live!
Speaker: Dirk Develter
This presentation provides an overview of the migration options to move to Exchange Online in Office 365, including the how, when and why of those options. The majority of the session will focus on simple migrations (cutover and staged) from an existing on premise Exchange environment, using the tools provided as part of your Office 365 subscription. IMAP and hybrid migrations will also be discussed. One of the session demos will be a live migration from an on premise Exchange environment to Exchange Online.

Umbraco and Azure

Umbraco is a developer friendly, open-source CMS that is built 100% on .NET. Today Umbraco powers over 85,000 sites. Now deploying Umbraco sites to the cloud with the Windows Azure Platform is also fast and easy. Using the Windows Azure Accelerator for Umbraco it is simple to deploy our pre-configured cloud-drive image along with local SQL Server (and SQL Express) database schema and data to SQL Azure. What’s more, we can use the support for Full IIS in Windows Azure to host multiple Umbraco instances on a single Windows Azure instance – thereby reducing the costs to run Umbraco sites in a scalable and highly available cloud environment.

Guidelines and Best Practices for Migrating .NET Web Services to the Azure Platform
Speaker: Emil Velinov
This session will briefly discuss the different types of services supported in WCF 4, followed by detailed guidance on migrating a service implementation from an on-premises deployment to the Windows Azure platform. The session will address the Azure hosting options and considerations, the steps for securing the service using the Azure Access Control Service (ACS), and finally, enabling a hybrid solution by connecting to existing on-premises services via the Azure AppFabric Service Bus.

Windows Intune in Real Life

This means a fully supported Single-Sign-On experience that will remove the need for additional user log-in credentials, password resets and additional sign-in tool deployments on your users’ desktops.

The presentation will include a demonstration of how to configure Office 365, Active Directory and ADFS 2.0 to enable a federation trust between your on-premise Active Directory and your Office 365 subscription.
