Developing Windows Phone 7 Applications for SharePoint 
Speaker: Chris Johnson
Take your SharePoint business applications on the go with Windows Phone 7. Windows Phone 7 has great integration with SharePoint via the Office hub, but how do access your custom line of business applications on the phone? In this session you will learn how to build your first Windows Phone application for SharePoint. Learn the fundamentals that will give you a running start for your own applications.

Maximising Business Value from the Office Platform

Visio Services is an exciting new capability available in SharePoint Server 2010. This session reviews the how and why of contextual data visualisation using Visio on the desktop and Visio Services in SharePoint. Using a breadth of creative examples, we'll present how easy it is to create rich and dynamic process diagrams as well as aggregating various BI data sources into dynamic diagrams that can be shared using SharePoint. We’ll then look at the Developer experience and how Visio Services can be leveraged to build custom applications delivered through SharePoint 2010.

The SharePoint 2010 Search Service Decoupled

In this session I will introduce the architecture behind the SharePoint 2010 out of the box search service and show how easily it can be carved up in order to support scaled search requirements and performance optimisation. In my opinion Search is one of the most improved out of all the SharePoint services, come and find out why.

Using Visual Studio 2010 to Create SharePoint Load tests

This session will look at the methods and processes for creating and running Visual Studio 2010 stress load tests against SharePoint 2010 and other infrastructure servers used in your SharePoint farm. Learn best practices for understanding what to look for and how to plan for different scenarios that can be tested and tried before implementing live or proving ‘what if scenario’s’ against your existing SharePoint infrastructure.

Rational Guide to SharePoint 2010 User Profile Synchronization

Get the real deal on configuring User Profile Synchronization in SharePoint 2010 in this demo and best practices heavy session. This session will cover the architecture of the new User Profile Synchronization capability in SharePoint Server 2010 and provide a walkthrough of the configuration requirements and setup eccentricities. This session will be split 70/30 between demonstrations and lecture.

Real World Service Application federation with SharePoint 2010
Speaker: Spencer Harbar
SharePoint 2010 provides architects with a compelling new model for service publishing and federation, opening up exciting new approaches to farm design. This session will cover how Service Application Federation plays out in the real world, based upon early enterprise adopters. Learn how to approach the design of a enterprise services farms, provide true scalability and discover the constraints for each service application which can be published, including global deployment considerations. Related aspects such as Security, High Availability and performance will also be covered. This session will be split 70/30 between lecture and demonstrations.

What every developer should know about Office
Speaker: Dr Nitin Paranjape
This session covers the most common pitfalls of creating OBA applications. Programming on Office may seem to be similar to other types of development but there is a big difference.  While programming in familiar languages like .NET, developers start with a clean slate. All the functionality is programmed from scratch. However, Office is not just a programming tool. It has 7000+ built in features and a very rich object model. Unless developers know the native, out-of-the-box features of Office, they cannot utilise this platform effectively. In fact, many developers end up rewriting functionality which already exists in Office. This session demonstrates features of Office which developers must know. The impact on design and application development is also discussed.

SharePoint 2010 and Project Server 2010 Together & Extend Microsoft Project data into SharePoint 
Speakers: Andy Jessop and Patrick Harkins
This session will be split into 2 parts: a) Architecture and Infrastructure Overview for SharePoint 2010 and Project Server 2010 Together by Patrick Harkins; and b) Extend Microsoft Project data into SharePoint – comprehensive data distribution and analysis for your whole organisation by Andy Jessop

a) Overview of the infrastructure requirements for both SharePoint 2010 Server and Project Server 2010 along with a look at the considerations when determining the best fit architecture for your organisation. In particular a look at the considerations around an all-in-one server running both SharePoint 2010 and Project 2010, separate servers for SharePoint 2010 and Project 2010 sharing the same SharePoint farm or separate servers for SharePoint 2010 and Project 2010 with separate SharePoint farms.
b) Take the considerable amounts of data within a project portfolio and use SharePoint to provide a knowledge hub for all types of project user. This session explains the interoperability between Microsoft Project Server 2010 and SharePoint Enterprise. From creating simple project sites for information sharing and project updating, through to creating sophisticated OLAP-powered dashboards, you will learn how SharePoint’s power can be harnessed to provide project information that is relevant, timely and incisive and for all project participants.

Ten things every SharePoint Developer should know

If you’re new to SharePoint development or regard yourself as hard core, then this talk is for you. This talk will cover ten things that every SharePoint developer worth their weight should know.

SharePoint Throttling Explained
