This session will present many of these standard Service Manager features included with SCSM 2010. The tight SCOM integration will be demonstrated by showcasing automated incident creation and incident routing, based on alerts raised within SCOM. Additional end user efficiencies will also be demonstrated through self-service software requests that utilise SCCM software delivery mechanisms to deliver software packages to client devices. This session will be wrapped up by discussing the changes coming in SCSM 2012. This will include showcasing the new end user portal, demonstrating the features included with the service catalogue, and finally detailing how the changes to the data warehouse simplify accessing and manipulating data for reports.
