Speakers: Jeff Johnson and Patrick Hevesi
Come and see some of the new slate and hybrid devices being released over the coming months and discuss what is happening in the Windows space leading up to Windows 8.

Creating “One Consistent Experience” across Your PC, Laptop and Tablet Desktops
Speaker: Shane Wescott
In this session, learn how user virtualisation will enable you to deploy a consistent desktop experience and synchronise desktops, apps and data across PCs, laptops and tablets – and mobile devices too in the not too distant future. AppSense User virtualisation technology creates true user abstraction, enabling a consistent, high performance personalised desktop across platforms.

How to secure and manage Consumerisation of IT

Consumerisation is really about managed versus unmanaged devices. If you want to know how to enable consumerisation of IT, this session is for you. We will cover how to responsibly architect a consumerisation of IT strategy on any device be it a phone, slate or PC and still protect the company’s intellectual property. This session discusses the use of UAG, IPSec, VDI, RDS and RDS remote applications and how those capabilities can be used for a successful deployment of Consumerisation of IT.
Enabling a Responsible Consumerisation of IT Strategy in the Enterprise

Device proliferation and consumerisation of IT is putting additional demands on the IT department. This session will help you determine how to develop a successful consumerisation strategy that will help you enable consumerisation of IT while protecting intellectual property.

How to develop a successful Desktop Strategy (Thin, Thick, VDI...)

New desktop technologies such as Virtual Desktop Infrastructure (VDI) are causing many to consider re-architecting their desktop infrastructure. In this session you will see the progression of the Thin Client, VDI and Remote Desktop architectures, clarify and uncover some Desktop TCO myths, by reviewing major analyst’s opinions and their progression over time. We will then go over successful and not so successful desktop selection methods on which we have participated in real IT environments. Finally we will present the Microsoft desktop strategy that focuses on meeting desktop requirements based on roles / personas, rather than implying that one technology fits all. We will go over examples that illustrate when and how to use Presentation, Application, and HW Virtualization offerings, covering Remote Desktop Services, MS Application Virtualization, as well as VDI through Hyper V.

Troubleshooting Application Compatibility Issues with Windows Internet Explorer 9

When your website doesn't work with a new browser, what do you do? In this demo-heavy session we explore the primary causes of application troubles, take a deep dive into the compatibility infrastructure in the browser, and give you helpful tips and tricks to accelerate your application compatibility troubleshooting and remediation.

Using this approach, we show you more about how Windows 7 works and how to think about and resolve application compatibility problems based on real-world examples. In addition, we demonstrate the tools you would use to resolve these issues.

Next Generation Desktop: Realising the dream

HP Client Virtualisation is a revolutionary datacentre alternative to the traditional desktop or workstation. It is ideal for customers who need:
· Enhanced security to keep sensitive data within the datacentre, eliminate data security exposures on the client device and reduce the risk of theft 
· Remote flexibility to support individuals or team workers, with access to computing resources from multiple locations (on premise, on a corporate campus or in any field or remote location with network connectivity) 
· Centralised management to streamline IT manageability and control of client computing environments and significantly reduce TCO

Rapid Deployment of Windows 7 (Power to the User)
Speakers: Jonathan Glenister, Kerry Jamieson and Paul Meyer
The primary goal of our manufacturing customer in 2010 was to deploy Windows 7 to 80K PC’s in the global enterprise, ahead of the industry. To meet this objective HP needed to develop network based deployment to supplement hardware refresh with Windows 7. 
Additionally, the migration from XP to Windows 7 needed to re-install more than 2,300 applications, preserve all data and ensure deployment was not initiated by the end user unless hardware was capable and all pre-requisite software was pre-cached. To meet this challenge a system was developed and deployed using a core scheduling tool fed by client hardware/software configuration, application readiness and the Windows 7 migration process. The technology and processes developed have since been repackaged, updated and are in the early stages of being deployed with a large customer in New Zealand customer with an international presence.

Migrate Your XP Machines to Windows 7 With Free Deployment Tools
Speaker: Rhonda Layfield
Whether migrating 20 or 20,000 XP machines to Windows 7 the Microsoft Deployment Toolkit 2010 Update 1 (MDT) is the tool to use. In this session Rhonda will show you how to install, deploy and automate your XP migrations and Windows 7 bare metal installations. Don’t just consider migration but creating a complete deployment solution including re-imaging for troubleshooting your desktop environment. MDTs task sequences can be a little tricky until you understand them and how to make them do your bidding. Also learn how to integrate MDT and WDS to get the best of both tools!

Group Policy Power Tips
Speaker: Alan Burchill
Want more out of your Group Policy? See how you can unlock the power of Group Policy in your organisation and reduce administrative overhead. This session will have a number of demo's that can make you a "Winner" when it comes to managing your Windows 7 environment.

MAP, ACT – You can't spell deployment without them

Every time you need to change something in your own infrastructure you would like to know the answer of a lot of questions, same goes for upgrading to a new OS. Get rid you your logon script and see how you can unlock the awesome power of group policy preferences in your organisation. This session introduce you to Group Policy Preferences and then show you how you can leverage the power of preference to get rid of your logons scripts and simplify the deployment of Windows 7 in your organisation.
