Hey! You! Get off my Network
Speaker: Erdal Ozkaya
This session is all about Penetration Testing. We demonstrate how to hack-proof your Windows environment with Microsoft tools and we Pen Test our systems with free but reliable products to have a Zero Down, happy computing environment. This session is for both IT Professionals and developers, as security does not involve any boundaries.

Impact of Cloning and Virtualisation on Active Directory Domain Services
Speaker: Pete Calvert
Customers are looking to further virtualise their environments: file servers, web servers, DNS servers and even their domain controllers. It is clear that virtualisation provides many benefits in areas such as deployment, disaster-recovery and lowering TCO. However, while virtualisation offers many powerful capabilities and greatly simplifies repetitive tasks, it is a technology that must be handled with care when used in conjunction with Active Directory. In this session we review fundamental concepts within Active Directory and the impact of cloning and virtualisation upon domain controllers, domain members and Windows in general. We also discuss how to best leverage virtualisation and how to both mitigate problems and avoid occurrences in the first place.

Beyond a 1000 Virtual Desktops with XenDesktop and Hyper-V

This session will not only cover alternative approaches to solving common VDI challenges such as storage, but also where the important architectural considerations are to ensure that your deployment works correctly the first time. Learn how to make your life easier with things like the Active Directory Recycle Bin to save you from those “oops” moments we’ve all encountered. Explore how the improved management interfaces including PowerShell support will make administration less time consuming and more automated. Implement multiple password policies and enhanced Group Policies to keep the security group and user community in harmony. On top of all that, architectural changes like Read Only Domain Controllers, Server Core implementations and Offline Domain Join capabilities can make you a hero, keep your organisation more secure and save you time – it just gets better....

Using Microsoft Deployment Toolkit in the Real World (Notes from the field)

In this session, five-time Setup and Deployment MVP Rhonda Layfield will show you how to get the most out of MDT and have the fastest and most reliable MDT setup. Rhonda works with a lot of different agencies in the Washington DC area and has seen it all – MDT configured improperly in so many ways. One client had a Windows 7 images that took more than three hours to deploy – within the first day of working with this client she had the deployment of the exact same image down to 20 minutes. Let Rhonda show you how to get the most out of your MDT deployment solution.

10 most common mistakes and how to resolve them using Windows Deployment Services 
Speaker: Rhonda Layfield
Deploying Microsoft operating systems using Windows Deployment Services (WDS) is a snap if you know the most common mistakes and issues and how to resolve them. In this session you’ll learn about PXE boot issues… why they occur and how to fix them or work around them if necessary. The multicast protocol is supposed to help speed up your deployments but what happens when it actually slows them down? Find out which client is dragging down the multicast transmission. WDS requires some very intense infrastructure components - find out which components need to be configured and how. Join 30 year IT veteran Rhonda Layfield for this intense look into WDS and find out how to get the most out of WDS in your environment.

iSCSI and Windows Server: Getting Best Performance, High-Availability and Better Virtualisation

Learn the best ways to aggregate iSCSI links for load balancing, failover, and increased throughput. Learn the differences between MPIO and MCS, and why you should care. And leave with some smart reasons why iSCSI can be a best-fit solution for your datacentre and virtualisation needs.



Coming out from under your shell: An introduction to the Active Directory Powershell cmdlets

This is an introductory session to the AD Powershell cmdlets for those who are either new to Powershell or lack experience in using it to manage AD. Tony will provide an overview of the cmdlets introduced in Windows Server 2008 R2 Active Directory and will demonstrate how they both simplify (and speed up) common administrative tasks by using real-world examples.

Managing AD and also reducing your operational costs

You know you have to bite the bullet and get these critical services over to more modern hardware paired with the current supported revisions of the server platform. These are the services that keep the lights on, the servers running and most importantly: the users happy! This demo-intensive session covers how to migrate essential services like DHCP, DNS, File/Print, Certificate Services and more. But migration is only half the battle. In order to not leave you hanging – this session wraps up with how to manage and maintain these services using the new remote administration tools and Windows PowerShell v2.0. If you have customers stuck in the x86 to x64 migration frontier - show them the path to x64 2008 R2 nirvana.

The Network Files, Case #53: Diagnosing Diseases of DNS
Speaker: Rick Claus
Network troubleshooters soon learn that the first place to look when the network stops working is DNS... and soon after that, they learn that the in-the-box DNS troubleshooting tool, nslookup, is a pretty basic answer. So if keeping DNS working is part of your job, don't miss this "beyond the basics" DNS troubleshooting session originally created by Mark Minasi. We start with ‘dig’, the nslookup replacement that is a must-know for DNS techies. Then we see how to give your troubled DNS queries a thorough workup with Network Monitor (even if you've never used Netmon), where you'll be able to find out why those dynamic updates aren't happening. From there, get the scoop on ‘EDNS’, a feature of DNS servers since 2003 that has been blamed – wrongly – for a host of DNS ills. After that, see how to take your DNS system's pulse with DNSLint, a free, not-to-be-missed utility. Then see how to understand what those DNS logs are REALLY saying.  Attend this talk and you'll soon be known as ‘Doctor DNS’.

Deploy Server OSes for Troubleshooting: Set up Re-Imaging

Spending days troubleshooting a failed server is a task of the past. Today, re-imaging servers is a common troubleshooting step and is quicker and easier than you may think. The Microsoft Deployment Toolkit 2010 (MDT) database feature allows you to define an operating system, roles (DHCP, DNS, AD) and Windows features for each server or group of servers. Once defined, your servers will always get the exact same image complete with all your settings.

Network Access Protection (NAP) in the Real World

NAP, HA, NPS, SHV, SHA? Want to make sense of this alphabet soup? This technical deep dive session will take you through a step-by-step approach for implementing Network access protection to enforce security and configuration on your Windows 7 clients. Topics covered will include implementation steps for deploying NAP with IPSEC, high availability design considerations, integration with System Centre Configuration Manager 2007, the implications of implementing null encryption, a staged approach to enabling NAP in an existing environment, and troubleshooting tips and tricks.
